
MT. SI MEN’S CLUB TOURNAMENT RULES 
 

“President Cup Match Play Rules” 
 

General Tournament rules are in effect for all Tournaments. The following are specific to this tournament: 

o Matches are played from the WHITE TEES. 

 

o Play Summer Rules. 

 

o The tournament committee or Pro Shop will produce match play brackets after entry deadline. 

 

o All Players will play their first match on the scheduled date as shown on Men’s Club 

Tournament Schedule or announced by the Pro Shop.  The first match will have an 
assigned tee time for that date as provided by the Pro Shop. If you don’t show for your tee 
time on that date, you will forfeit your match and be disqualified.*  Note: Some players 
maybe issued a first round bye. If so, their first match will be two weeks later as 
described below. 

 
o All matches to follow will then be scheduled by the competitor listed on top of match  

      bracket. You will have two weeks to complete each match to follow. 
 

o If you cannot come up with a date acceptable for both people, then Sunday following 
deadline date will be considered as date to play the match. The competitor that does not 
show up will forfeit and be disqualified. If neither competitor shows up, both will be 
disqualified. Extenuating circumstances will be reviewed by tournament committee if 

submitted by either competitor. 
 

o Match play rules will apply to all matches. The full course handicaps (from WHITE TEES) of 
competitors at time of match will be used. The difference in handicaps will be number of 
strokes available for higher handicap over the lower handicap with strokes applied according to 
handicap of each hole. 

 

o The Bracket will be displayed in the golf shop and will be official bracket for the tournament. 
 

o In General, there will be (4) brackets broken up by handicaps at the time of close of registration. 

Please Note: Some first round matches are play-in matches. The 

Hogan bracket (0-10 - Ghin Index) ** 

The Nicklaus bracket (10.1-15.0 - Ghin Index) **  

The Palmer bracket (15.1-18 - Ghin Index.) **  

Snead bracket (18.1 and above - Ghin Index) ** 

** these ranges are subject to change to create an equal dispersion of entries by groups. Each 

quarterfinalist will win prize money and will be placed into the champions bracket (final 4) to 

continue until we have an overall champion. The higher you finish the more prize money you 

win! 
 

o Please turn your signed & attested scorecards into the Pro Shop when finished with play. 

 

o Players are responsible for posting their President Cup scores on GHIN within 24hrs of the 

match.  These scores will be entered as competition scores on GHIN system.
